“Are you the Prophet?”

He answered, “No.”

We need an answer
for those who sent us. What do you say about yourself?”

30 This is He of whom I said, ‘A man who comes after
me has surpassed me because He was before me.” 3'I myself
did not know Him, but the reason I came baptizing with
water was that He might be revealed to Israel.”

32Then John testified, “I saw the Spirit descending from
heaven like a dove and resting on Him. 331 myself did not
know Him, but the One who sent me to baptize with water
told me, "The man on whom you see the Spirit descend and
rest is He who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.” 341 have
seen and testified that this is the Son¢ of God.”

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The First Disciples

35The next day John was there again with two of his disci-
ples. 36When he saw Jesus walking by, he said, “Look, the
Lamb of God!” 37 And when the two disciples heard him say
this, they followed Jesus.

38Jesus turned and saw them following. “What do you
want?” He asked.

They said to Him, “Rabbi” (which means Teacher), “where
are You staying?”

39“Come and see,” He replied. So they went and saw where
He was staying, and spent that day with Him. It was about
the tenth hour.

40 Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, was one of the two who
heard John's testimony and followed Jesus. 4'He first found
his brother Simon and told him, “We have found the Mes-
siah” (which is translated as Christ).

42 Andrew brought him to Jesus, who looked at him and
said, “You are Simon son of John. You will be called
Cephas” (which is translated as Peter).

Jesus Calls Philip and Nathanael

4 The next day Jesus decided to set out for Galilee. Finding
Philip, He told him, “Follow Me.” 44Now Philip was from
Bethsaida, the same town as Andrew and Peter.

45Philip found Nathanael and told him, “We have found the
One Moses wrote about in the Law, the One the prophets
foretold—]esus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph.”
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46“Can anything good come from Nazareth?” Nathanael
asked.

“Come and see,” said Philip.

47When Jesus saw Nathanael approaching, He said of him,
“Here is a true Israelite, in whom there is no deceit.”

48“How do You know me?” Nathanael asked.

Jesus replied, “Before Philip called you, [ saw you under the
fig tree.”

49“Rabbi,” Nathanael answered, “You are the Son of God!
You are the King of Israel!”

50Jesus said to him, “Do you believe just because I told you
I saw you under the fig tree? You will see greater things
than these.” 51Then He declared, “Truly, truly, I tell you,
you will see heaven open and the angels of God ascending
and descending on the Son of Man.”*

The Wedding at Cana

On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Gal-

ilee. Jesus” mother was there, 2and Jesus and His dis-
ciples had also been invited to the wedding. 3When the
wine ran out, Jesus’” mother said to Him, “They have no
more wine.”

4“Woman, why does this concern us?” Jesus replied. “My
hour has not yet come.”

5His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever He tells

you.

2 51 See Genesis 28:12
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6Now six stone water jars had been set there for the Jewish
rites of purification. Each could hold from twenty to
thirty gallons.” 7Jesus told the servants, “Fill the jars with
water.”

So they filled them to the brim.

8“Now draw some out,” He said, “and take it to the master
of the banquet.”

They did so, 2and the master of the banquet tasted the wa-
ter that had been turned into wine. He did not know where
it was from, but the servants who had drawn the water
knew. Then he called the bridegroom aside 9and said,
“Everyone serves the fine wine first, and then the cheap
wine after the guests are drunk. But you have saved the
fine wine until now!”

lJesus performed this, the first of His signs, at Cana in Gal-
ilee. He thus revealed His glory, and His disciples believed
in Him.

Jesus Cleanses the Temple

12 After this, He went down to Capernaum with His mother
and brothers and His disciples, and they stayed there a few
days.

13When the Jewish Passover was near, Jesus went up to Je-
rusalem. #In the temple courts He found men selling cattle,
sheep, and doves, and money changers seated at their ta-
bles. 15So He made a whip out of cords and drove all from
the temple courts, both sheep and cattle. He poured out the
coins of the money changers and overturned their tables.

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16To those selling doves He said, “Get these out of here!
How dare you turn My Father’s house into a marketplace!”

I7His disciples remembered that it is written: “Zeal for
Your house will consume Me.”?

180n account of this, the Jews demanded, “What sign can
You show us to prove Your authority to do these things?”

YJesus answered, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I
will raise it up again.”

20“This temple took forty-six years to build” the Jews re-
plied, “and You are going to raise it up in three days?”

21But Jesus was speaking about the temple of His body.
22 After He was raised from the dead, His disciples remem-
bered that He had said this. Then they believed the Scrip-
ture and the word that Jesus had spoken.

23While He was in Jerusalem at the Passover Feast, many
people saw the signs He was doing and believed in His
name. 24But Jesus did not entrust Himself to them, for He
knew all men. 25He did not need any testimony about man,
for He knew what was in a man.

Jesus and Nicodemus

Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicode-

mus, a leader of the Jews. 2He came to Jesus at night
and said, “Rabbi, we know that You are a teacher who has
come from God. For no one could perform the signs You
are doing if God were not with him.”

17 Psalm 69:9
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3Jesus replied, “Truly, truly, I tell you, no one can see the
kingdom of God unless he is born again.”*

4“How can a man be born when he is old?” Nicodemus
asked. “Can he enter his mother’s womb a second time to
be born?”

5Jesus answered, “Truly, truly, I tell you, no one can enter
the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the
Spirit. ¢Flesh is born of flesh, but spirit is born of the Spirit.
7Do not be amazed that I said, "You must be born again.’
8The wind blows where it wishes. You hear its sound, but
you do not know where it comes from or where it is going.
So it is with everyone born of the Spirit.”

9“How can this be?” Nicodemus asked.

10“You are Israel’s teacher,” said Jesus, “and you do not
understand these things? 1 Truly, truly, I tell you, we speak
of what we know, and we testify to what we have seen, and
yet you people do not accept our testimony.

12If T have told you about earthly things and you do not
believe, how will you believe if I tell you about Aeavenly
things? 13No one has ascended into heaven except the One
who descended from heaven—the Son of Man.? 4Just as
Moses lifted up the snake in the wilderness, so the Son of
Man must be lifted up, 13that everyone who believes in Him
may have eternal life.

16For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only
Son, that everyone who believes in Him shall not perish but
have eternal life. 17For God did not send His Son into the
world to condemn the world, but to save the world through
Him. 8Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but
whoever does not believe has already been condemned,
because he has not believed in the name of God’s one and
only Son.

Y And this is the verdict The Light has come into the
world, but men loved the darkness rather than the Light,
because their deeds were evil. 20Everyone who does evil
hates the Light, and does not come into the Light for fear
that his deeds will be exposed. 2'But whoever practices
the truth comes into the Light, so that it may be seen clearly
that what he has done has been accomplished in God.”?

John's Testimony about Jesus

22 After this, Jesus and His disciples went into the Judean
countryside, where He spent some time with them and
baptized.

23Now John was also baptizing at Aenon near Salim, be-
cause the water was plentiful there, and people kept com-
ing to be baptized. 24(For John had not yet been thrown
into prison.)

25A dispute arose between John's disciples and a certain
Jew over the issue of ceremonial washing. 26So John'’s dis-
ciples came to him and said, “Look, Rabbi, the One who was

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with you beyond the Jordan, the One you testified about—
He is baptizing, and everyone is going to Him.”

27]John replied, “A man can receive only what is given him
from heaven. 28You yourselves can testify that I said, ‘T am
not the Christ, but am sent ahead of Him.” 29 The bride be-
longs to the bridegroom. The friend of the bridegroom
stands and listens for him, and is overjoyed to hear the
bridegroom’s voice. That joy is mine, and it is now com-
plete. 30He must increase; I must decrease.

3IThe One who comes from above is above all. The one
who is from the earth belongs to the earth and speaks as
one from the earth. The One who comes from heaven is
above all. 32He testifies to what He has seen and heard, yet
no one accepts His testimony. 33Whoever accepts His tes-
timony has certified that God is truthful.

35The Father loves the Son and has placed all things in His
hands. 36 Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life. Who-
ever rejects the Son will not see life. Instead, the wrath of
God remains on him.”?

Jesus and the Samaritan Woman

When Jesus realized that the Pharisees were aware

that He was gaining and baptizing more disciples than
John 2(although it was not Jesus who baptized, but His dis-
ciples), 3He left Judea and returned to Galilee.

2 36 Some interpreters close the quotation after verse 30.
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4Now He had to pass through Samaria. 5So He came to a
town of Samaria called Sychar, near the plot of ground Ja-
cob had given to his son Joseph. ¢Since Jacob’s well was
there, Jesus, weary from His journey, sat down by the well.
It was about the sixth hour.

7When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said
to her, “Give Me a drink.” 8(His disciples had gone into the
town to buy food.)

9“You are a Jew,” said the woman. “How can You ask for a
drink from me, a Samaritan woman?” (For Jews do not as-
sociate with Samaritans.)

0Jesus answered, “If you knew the gift of God and who is
asking you for a drink, you would have asked Him, and He
would have given you living water.”

11“Sir,” the woman replied, “You have nothing to draw with
and the well is deep. Where then will You get this living
water? 12Are You greater than our father Jacob, who gave
us this well and drank from it himself, as did his sons and
his livestock?”

BBJesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks this water will be
thirsty again. 14But whoever drinks the water I give him will
never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in
him a fount of water springing up to eternal life.”

15The woman said to Him, “Sir, give me this water so that I
will not get thirsty and have to keep coming here to draw
water.”

16Jesus told her, “Go, call your husband and come back.”
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17“T have no husband,” the woman replied.

Jesus said to her, “You are correct to say that you have no
husband. 8In fact, you have had five husbands, and the
man you now have is not your husband. You have spoken
truthfully.”

19“Sir,” the woman said, “I see that You are a prophet.
20Qur forefathers worshiped on this mountain, but you
Jews say that the place where one must worship is in Jeru-
salem.”

21“Believe Me, woman,” Jesus replied, “a time is coming
when you will worship the Father neither on this mountain
nor in Jerusalem. 22You worship what you do not know; we
worship what we do know, for sa/vation is from the Jews.
23But a time is coming and has now come when the true
worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth, for
the Father is seeking such as these to worship Him. 24God
is Spirit, and His worshipers must worship Him in spirit and
in truth.”

25The woman said, “I know that Messiah” (called Christ) “is
coming. When He comes, He will exp/ain everything to us.”

26Jesus answered, “I who speak to you am He.”
The Disciples Return and Marvel

27Just then, His disciples returned and were astonished that
He was speaking with a woman. But no one asked Him,
“What do You want from her?” or, “Why are You talking
with her?”

28Then the woman left her water jar, went back into the
town, and said to the people, 22“Come, see a man who told
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me everything I ever did. Could this be the Christ?” 30So
they left the town and made their way toward Jesus.

31Meanwhile, the disciples urged Him, “Rabbi, eat some-
thing.”

32But He told them, “I have food to eat that you know noth-
ing about.”

33So0 the disciples asked one another, “Could someone have
brought Him food?”

34Jesus explained, “My food is to do the will of Him who
sent Me and to finish His work. 35Do you not say, ‘There
are still four months until the harvest? I tell you, Zift up
your eyes and look at the fields, for they are ripe for har-
vest.

36 Already the reaper draws his wages and gathers a crop
for eternal life, so that the sower and the reaper may re-
joice together. 37For in this case the saying ‘One sows and
another reaps’is true. 381 sent you to reap what you have
not worked for; others have done the Aard work, and now
you have taken up their labor.”

Many Samaritans Believe

39Many of the Samaritans from that town believed in Jesus
because of the woman’s testimony, “He told me everything
I ever did.” 40So when the Samaritans came to Him, they
asked Him to stay with them, and He stayed two days.

41 And many more believed because of His message. 42They
said to the woman, “We now believe not only because of
your words; we have heard for ourselves, and we know
that this man truly is the Savior of the world.”
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Jesus Heals the Official's Son

43 After two days, Jesus left for Galilee. 44Now He Himself
had testified that a prophet has no honor in his own coun-
try. 45Yet when He arrived, the Galileans welcomed Him.
They had seen all the great things He had done in Jerusalem
at the feast, for they had gone there as well.

46S0 once again He came to Cana in Galilee, where He had
turned the water into wine. And there was a royal official
whose son lay sick at Capernaum. 47When he heard that
Jesus had come from Judea to Galilee, he went and begged
Him to come down and heal his son, who was about to die.

48Jesus said to him, “Unless you people see signs and won-
ders, you will never believe.”

49“Sir,” the official said, “come down before my child dies.”
50“Go,” said Jesus. “Your son will live.”

The man took Jesus at His word and departed. 5! And while
he was still on the way, his servants met him with the news
that his boy was alive.

5250 he inquired as to the hour when his son had recov-
ered, and they told him, “The fever left him yesterday at
the seventh hour.”

53Then the father realized that this was the very hour in
which Jesus had told him, “Your son will live.” And he and
all his household believed.

54This was now the second sign that Jesus performed after
coming from Judea into Galilee.
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The Pool of Bethesda

Some time later there was a feast of the Jews, and Jesus
went up to Jerusalem.

2Now there is in Jerusalem near the Sheep Gate a pool with
five covered colonnades, which in Aramaic is called Be-
thesda. 30n these walkwayslay a great number of the sick,
the blind, the Jame, and the paralyzed.®

50ne man there had been an invalid for thirty-eight years.
6When Jesus saw him lying there and realized that he had
spent a long time in this condition, He asked him, “Do you
want to get well?”

7“Sir,” the invalid replied, “I have no one to help me into
the pool when the water is stirred. While | am on my way,
someone else goes in before me.”

8Then Jesus told him, “Get up, pick up your mat, and walk.”

9Immediately the man was made well, and he picked up his
mat and began to walk.

Now this happened on the Sabbath day, 19so the Jews said
to the man who had been healed, “This is the Sabbath! It is
unlawful for you to carry your mat.”

But he answered, “The man who made me well told me,
‘Pick up your mat and walk.”

12“Who is this man who told you to pick it up and walk?”
they asked.

a3 NE, BYZ, and TR include awaiting the moving of the waters. 4 For
from time to time an angel descended into the pool and stirred the water.
As soon as it was stirred, the first to enter the pool would be healed of his
disease.
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BByt the man who was healed did not know who it was,
for Jesus had slipped away while the crowd was there.

14 Afterward, Jesus found the man at the temple and said to
him, “See, you have been made well. Stop sinning, or some-
thing worse may happen to you.”

15And the man went away and told the Jews that it was Je-
sus who had made him well.

The Father and the Son

16Now because Jesus was doing these things on the Sab-
bath, the Jews began to persecute Him. 7But Jesus an-
swered them, “To this very day My Father is at His work,
and I too am working.”

18 Because of this, the Jews tried all the harder to kill Him.
Not only was He breaking the Sabbath, but He was even
calling God His own Father, making Himself equal with
God.

19So0 Jesus replied, “Truly, truly, I tell you, the Son can do
nothing by Himself, unless He sees the Father doing it. For
whatever the Father does, the Son also does. 20The Father
loves the Son and shows Him all He does. And to your
amazement, He will show Him even greater works than
these. 21For just as the Father raises the dead and gives
them life, so also the Son gives life to whom He wishes.

22 Furthermore, the Father judges no one, but has as-
signed all judgment to the Son, 23so0 that all may honor the
Son just as they honor the Father. Whoever does not honor
the Son does not honor the Father who sent Him.
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24Truly, truly, I tell you, whoever hears My word and be-
lieves Him who sent Me has eternal life and will not come
under judgment. Indeed, he has crossed over from death to
life.

25Truly, truly, I tell you, the hour is coming and has now
come when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God,
and those who hear will live. 26 For as the Father has life in
Himself, so also He has granted the Son to have life in Him-
self. 27 And He has given Him authority to execute judg-
ment, because He is the Son of Man.

28Do not be amazed at this, for the hour is coming when all
who are in their graves will hear His voice 22and come
out—those who have done good to the resurrection of life,
and those who have done evil to the resurrection of judg-
ment.

307 can do nothing by Myself; I judge only as I hear. And
My judgment is just, because I do not seek My own will, but
the will of Him who sent Me.

Testimonies about Jesus

31 1 testify about Myself, My testimony is not valid.
32There is another who testifies about Me, and I know that
His testimony about Me is valid.

33You have sent to John and he has testified to the truth.
34Even though I do not accept human testimony, I say
these things so that you may be saved.

35John was a Jamp that burned and gave light, and you were
willing for a season to baskin his light. 36But I have testi-
mony more substantial than that of John. For the works
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that the Father has given Me to accomplish—the very
works I am doing—testify about Me that the Father has sent
Me. 37And the Father who sent Me has Himself testified
about Me. You have never heard His voice nor seen His
form, 38nor does His word abide in you, because you do
not believe the One He sent.

The Witness of Scripture

39You pore over the Scripturesbecause you presume that
by them you possess eternal life. These are the very words
that testify about Me, 40yet you refuse to come to Me to
have life.

417 do not accept glory from men, 42but I know you, that
you do not have the love of God within you. 43I have come
in My Father’s name, and you have not received Me; but if
someone else comes in his own name, you will receive him.
44How can you believe if you accept glory from one an-
other, yet do not seek the glory that comes from the only
God?

45Do not think that I will accuse you before the Father.
Your accuser is Moses, in whom you have put your hope.
46]f you had believed Moses, you would believe Me, be-
cause he wrote about Me. 47But since you do not believe
what he wrote, how will you believe what I say?”

The Feeding of the Five Thousand

After this, Jesus crossed to the other side of the Sea of

Galilee (that is, the Sea of Tiberias). 2A large crowd
followed Him because they saw the signs He had per-
formed on the sick. 3Then Jesus went up on the mountain
and sat down with His disciples.
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4Now the Jewish Feast of the Passover was near. SWhen
Jesus looked up and saw a large crowd coming toward Him,
He said to Philip, “Where can we buy bread for these peo-
ple to eat?” 6 But He was asking this to test him, for He knew
what He was about to do.

7Philip answered, “Two hundred denarii? would not buy
enough bread for each of them to have a small piece.”

80ne of His disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, said
to Him, 2“Here is a boy with five barley loaves and two
small fish. But what difference will these make among so
many?”

10“Have the people sit down,” Jesus said. Now there was
plenty of grass in that place, so the men sat down, about
five thousand of them.

II'Then Jesus took the loaves and the fish, gave thanks, and
distributed to those who were seated as much as they
wanted.

12And when everyone was full, He said to His disciples,
“Gather the pieces that are left over, so that nothing will be
wasted.”

13S0 they collected them and filled twelve baskets with the
pieces of the five barley loaves left over by those who had
eaten.

14When the people saw the sign that Jesus had performed,
they began to say, “Truly this is the Prophet who is to come
into the world.”

Jesus Walks on Water

16When evening came, His disciples went down to the sea,
7got into a boat, and started across the sea to Capernaum.
It was already dark, and Jesus had not yet gone out to them.
18A strong wind was blowing and the sea grew agitated.

9When they had rowed about three or four miles,? they
saw Jesus approaching the boat, walking on the sea—and
they were terrified. 2°But Jesus spoke up: “It is I; do not be
afraid.” 2'Then they were willing to take Him into the boat,
and at once the boat reached the shore where they were
heading.

Jesus the Bread of Life

22The next day, the crowd that had remained on the other
side of the sea realized that only one boat had been there,
and that Jesus had not boarded it with His disciples, but
they had gone away alone. 22However, some boats from
Tiberias arrived near the place they had eaten the bread af-
ter the Lord had given thanks. 24So when the crowd saw
that neither Jesus nor His disciples were there, they gotinto
the boats and went to Capernaum to look for Him. 23When
they found Him on the other side of the sea, they asked
Him, “Rabbi, when did You get here?”

26Jesus replied, “Truly, truly, I tell you, it is not because you
saw these signs that you are looking for Me, but because

36They kept looking for Jesus
and asking one another as they stood in the temple courts,
“What do you think? Will He come to the feast at all?” 57But
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the chief priests and Pharisees had given orders that any-
one who knew where He was must report it, so that they
could arrest Him.

any, the hometown of Lazarus, whom He had
raised from the dead. 2So they hosted a dinner for Jesus
there. Martha served, and Lazarus was among those reclin-
ing at the table with Him. 3Then Mary took about a pin¢® of
expensive perfume, made of pure nard, and she anointed
Jesus’ feet and wiped them with her hair. And the house
was filled with the fragrance of the perfume.

4But one of His disciples, Judas Iscariot, who was going to
betray Him, asked, 3“Why wasn’t this perfume sold for
three hundred denarii® and the money given to the poor?”
6Judas did not say this because he cared about the poor,
but because he was a thief. As keeper of the money bag, he
used to take from what was put into it.

7“Leave her alone,” Jesus replied. “She was intended to
keep this perfume to prepare for the day of My burial. 8 The
poor you will always have with you,¢ but you will not al-
ways have Me.”

9Meanwhile a large crowd of Jews learned that Jesus was
there. And they came not only because of Him, but also to
see Lazarus, whom He had raised from the dead. 19So the

1“Put your sword back in its sheath!” Jesus said to Peter.
“Shall I not drink the cup the Father has given Me?”

12Then the band of soldiers, with its commander and the
officers of the Jews, arrested Jesus and bound Him. 3They
brought Him first to Annas, who was the father-in-law of
Caiaphas, the high priest that year. 14 Caiaphas was the one
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who had advised the Jews that it would be better if one
man died for the people.

Peter's First Denial

15Now Simon Peter and another disciple were following Je-
sus. Since that disciple was known to the high priest, he
also went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high priest.
16But Peter stood outside at the door. Then the disciple
who was known to the high priest went out and spoke to
the doorkeeper, and brought Peter in.

17 At this, the servant girl watching the door said to Peter,
“Aren’t you also one of this man’s disciples?”

“I am not,” he answered.

18 Because it was cold, the servants and officers were stand-
ing around a charcoal fire they had made to keep warm.
And Peter was also standing with them, warming himself.

Jesus Before the High Priest

9 Meanwhile, the high priest questioned Jesus about His
disciples and His teaching.

20“T have spoken openly to the world,” Jesus answered. “I
always taught in the synagogues and at the temple, where
all the Jews come together. I said nothing in secret. 22Why
are you asking Me? Ask those who heard My message.
Surely they know what I said.”

22When Jesus had said this, one of the officers standing
nearby s/lapped Him in the face and said, “Is this how You
answer the high priest?”
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23Jesus replied, “If I said something wrong, testify to what
was wrong. But if | spoke correctly, why did you strike
Me?”

24Then Annas sent Him, still bound, to Caiaphas the high
priest.

Peter's Second and Third Denials

25Simon Peter was still standing and warming himself. So
they asked him, “Aren’t you also one of His disciples?”

He denied it and said, “I am not.”

260ne of the high priest’s servants, a relative of the man
whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Didn’t I see you with
Him in the garden?”

27Peter denied it once more, and immediately a rooster
crowed.

Jesus Before Pilate

28Then they Jed Jesus away from Caiaphas into the Praeto-
rium. By now it was early morning, and the Jews did not
enter the Praetorium to avoid being defiled and unable to
eat the Passover.

2950 Pilate went out to them and asked, “What accusation
are you bringing against this man?”

30“If He were not a criminal,” they replied, “we would not
have handed Him over to you.”

31”You take Him and judge Him by your own law,” Pilate
told them.
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“We are not permitted to execute anyone,” the Jews re-
plied. 32This was to fulfill the word that Jesus had spoken
to indicate the kind of death He was going to die.

33Pjlate went back into the Praetorium, summoned Jesus,
and asked Him, “Are You the King of the Jews?”

34“Are you saying this on your own,” Jesus asked, “or did
others tell you about Me?”

35“Am I a Jew?” Pilate replied. “Your own people and chief
priests handed You over to me. What have You done?”

36Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not of this world; if it
were, My servants would fightto prevent My arrest by the
Jews. But now, My kingdom is not of this realm.”

37“Then You are a king!” Pilate said.

“You say that I am a king,” Jesus answered. “For this reason
I was born and have come into the world, to testify to the
truth. Everyone who belongs to the truth listens to My
voice.”

38“What is truth?” Pilate asked.

And having said this, he went out again to the Jews and told
them, “I find no basis for a charge against Him. 39But it is
your custom that I release to you one prisoner at the Pass-
over. So then, do you want me to release to you the King of
the Jews?”

40“Not this man,” they shouted, “but Barabbas!” (Now Bar-
abbas was an insurrectionist.)
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The Soldiers Mock Jesus

1 Then Pilate took Jesus and had Him flogged. 2The

soldiers twisted together a crown of thorns, put it
on His head, and dressed Him in a purple robe. 3And they
went up to Him again and again, saying, “Hail, King of the
Jews!” and slapping Him in the face.

4Once again Pilate came out and said to the Jews, “Look, I
am bringing Him out to you to let you know that I find no
basis for a charge against Him.” 5SWhen Jesus came out
wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe, Pilate
said to them, “Here is the man!”

6As soon as the chief priests and officers saw Him, they
shouted, “Crucify Him! Crucify Him!”

“You take Him and crucify Him,” Pilate replied, “for I find
no basis for a charge against Him.”

7“We have a law,” answered the Jews, “and according to
that law He must die, because He declared Himself to be
the Son of God.”

8When Pilate heard this statement he was even more
afraid, 9and he went back into the Praetorium. “Where are
You from?” he asked.

But Jesus gave no answer.

1050 Pilate said to Him, “Do You refuse to speak to me? Do
You not know that I have authority to release You and au-
thority to crucify You?”
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Hjesus answered, “You would have no authority over Me if
it were not given to you from above. Therefore the one who
handed Me over to you is guilty of greater sin.”

12From then on, Pilate tried to release Him, but the Jews
kept shouting, “If you release this man, you are no friend of
Caesar. Anyone who declares himself a king is defying
Caesar.”

13When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus out and
sat on the judgment seat at a place called the Stone Pave-
ment, which in Aramaic is Gabbatha. 1t was the day of
Preparation for the Passover, about the sixth hour. And Pi-
late said to the Jews, “Here is your King!”

15At this, they shouted, “Away with Him! Away with Him!
Crucify Him!”

“Shall I crucify your King?” Pilate asked.
“We have no king but Caesar,” replied the chief priests.

The Crucifixion

16 Then Pilate handed Jesus over to be crucified, and the sol-
diers took Him away. 17Carrying His own cross, He went
out to The Place of the Skull which in Aramaic is called
Golgotha.

18There they crucified Him, and with Him two others, one
on each side, with Jesus in the middle.

19Pilate also had a notice posted on the cross. It read:

JESUS OF NAZARETH,
THE KING OF THE JEWS.
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20 Many of the Jews read this sign, because the place where
Jesus was crucified was near the city, and it was written in
Aramaic, Latin, and Greek. 21So the chief priests of the
Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, “The King of the Jews,’
but only that He said, ‘I am the King of the Jews.”

22Pjlate answered, “What I have written, I have written.”

23When the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they divided His
garments into four parts, one for each soldier, with the tu-
nic remaining. It was seamless, woven in one piece from
top to bottom. 24So they said to one another, “Let us not
tear it. Instead, let us cast lots to see who will get it.” This
was to fulfill the Scripture:

“They divided My garments among them,
and cast lots for My clothing.”*

So that is what the soldiers did.

25Near the cross of Jesus stood His mother and her sister,
as well as Mary the wife of Clopas and Mary Magdalene.
26When Jesus saw His mother and the disciple whom He
loved standing nearby, He said to His mother, “Woman,
here is your son.” 27 Then He said to the disciple, “Here is
your mother.” So from that hour, this disciple took her into
his home.

The Death of Jesus

28 After this, knowing that everything had now been accom-
plished, and to fulfill the Scripture, Jesus said, “I am
thirsty.” 29A jar of sour wine was sitting there. So they
soaked a sponge in the wine, put it on a stalk of hyssop,

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and lifted it to His mouth. 30 When Jesus had received the
sour wine, He said, “It is finished.” And bowing His head,
He yielded up His spirit.

Jesus' Side is Pierced

311t was the day of Preparation, and the next day was a High
Sabbath. In order that the bodies would not remain on the
cross duringthe Sabbath, the Jews asked Pilate to have the
legs broken and the bodies removed. 32So the soldiers
came and broke the legs of the first man who had been cru-
cified with Jesus, and those of the other.

33But when they came to Jesus and saw that He was already
dead, they did not break His legs. 34Instead, one of the sol-
diers pierced His side with a spear, and immediately blood
and water flowed out. 35The one who saw it has testified
to this, and his testimony is true. He knows that he is telling
the truth, so that you also may believe.

36Now these things happened so that the Scripture would
be fulfilled: “Not one of His hones will be broken.”37 And,
as another Scripture says: “They will look on the One they
have pierced.”?

The Burial of Jesus

38 Afterward, Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of
Jesus (but secretly for fear of the Jews), asked Pilate to let
him remove the body of Jesus. Pilate gave him permission,
so he came and removed His body. 39 Nicodemus, who had
previously come to Jesus at night, also brought a mixture

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of myrrh and aloes, about seventy-five pounds.”49So they
took the body of Jesus and wrapped it in linen cloths with
the spices, according to the Jewish burial custom.

41Now there was a garden in the place where Jesus was cru-
cified, and in the garden a new tomb in which no one had
yet been laid. 42And because it was the Jewish day of Prep-
aration and the tomb was nearby, they laid Jesus there.

The Resurrection

2 O Early on the first day of the week, while it was still

dark, Mary Magdalene went to the tomb and saw
that the stone had been removed from the entrance. 2So
she came running to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the
one whom Jesus loved. “They have taken the Lord out of
the tomb,” she said, “and we do not know where they have
put Him!”

3Then Peter and the other disciple set out for the tomb.
4The two were running together, but the other disciple
outran Peter and reached the tomb first. 5He bent down
and looked in at the linen cloths lying there, but he did not
go in.

6Simon Peter arrived just after him. He entered the tomb
and saw the linen cloths lying there. 7The face cloth that
had been around Jesus” head was rolled up, lying separate
from the linen cloths. 8Then the other disciple, who had
reached the tomb first, also went in. And he saw and be-
lieved. ?For they still did not understand from the Scripture
that Jesus had to rise from the dead.

10Then the disciples returned to their Aomes. "But Mary
stood outside the tomb weeping. And as she wept, she bent
down to look into the tomb, 12and she saw two angels in
white sitting where the body of Jesus had /Jain, one at the
head and the other at the feet.

13“Woman, why are you weeping?” they asked.

“Because they have taken my Lord away,” she said, “and I
do not know where they have put Him.”

14When she had said this, she turned around and saw Jesus
standing there; but she did not recognize that it was Jesus.

15“Woman, why are you weeping?” Jesus asked. “Whom are
you seeking?”

Thinking He was the gardener, she said, “Sir, if you have
carried Him off, tell me where you have put Him, and I will
get Him.”

16Jesus said to her, “Mary.”

She turned and said to Him in Aramaic, “Rabboni” (which
means Teacher).

17“Do not cling to Me,” Jesus said, “for I have not yet as-
cended to the Father. But go and tell My brothers, ‘I am
ascending to My Father and your Father, to My God and
your God.”

18 Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, “1
have seen the Lord!” And she told them what He had said
to her.
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Jesus Appears to the Disciples

19Tt was the first day of the week, and that very evening,
while the disciples were together with the doors locked for
fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them. “Peace
be with you!” He said to them. 20 After He had said this, He
showed them His hands and His side.

The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord.

21 Again Jesus said to them, “Peace be with you. As the Fa-
ther has sent Me, so also I am sending you.” 22When He
had said this, He breathed on them and said, “Receive the
Holy Spirit. 23If you forgive anyone his sins, they are for-
given; if you withholdforgiveness from anyone, it is with-
held”

Jesus Appears to Thomas

24Now Thomas called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not
with the disciples when Jesus came. 25So the other disciples
told him, “We have seen the Lord!”

But he replied, “Unless I see the nail marks in His hands,
and put my finger where the nails have been, and put my
hand into His side, I will never believe.”

26 Ejght days later, His disciples were once again inside
with the doors locked, and Thomas was with them. Jesus
came and stood among them and said, “Peace be with you.”

27Then Jesus said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and
look at My hands. Reach out your hand and put it into My
side. Stop doubting and believe.”

28Thomas replied, “My Lord and my God!”

29]Jesus said to him, “Because you have seen Me, you have
believed; blessed are those who have not seen and yet have
believed.”

The Purpose of John's Book

30Jesus performed many other signs in the presence of His
disciples, which are not written in this book. 3!But these
are written so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ,
the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in
His name.

Jesus Appears by the Sea of Tiberias

2 Later, by the Sea of Tiberias, Jesus again revealed
Himself to the disciples. He made Himself known in
this way: 2Simon Peter, Thomas called Didymus, Nathanael
from Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two other
disciples were together. 3Simon Peter told them, “I am go-
ing fishing.”
“We will go with you,” they said. So they went out and got
into the boat, but caught nothing that night.

4Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the shore, but the dis-
ciples did not recognize that it was Jesus. 5So He called out
to them, “Children, do you have any fish?”

“No,” they answered.

6He told them, “Cast the net on the right side of the boat,
and you will find some.” So they cast it there, and they were
unable to haul it in because of the great number of fish.

7Then the disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, “It is the
Lord!” As soon as Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord,
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he put on his outer garment (for he had removed it) and
Jjumped into the sea. 83The other disciples came ashore in
the boat. They dragged in the net full of fish, for they were
not farfrom Jand, only about a hundred yards.”

9When they /anded, they saw a charcoal fire there with fish
on it, and some bread.

0]Jesus told them, “Bring some of the fish you have just
caught.” 1So Simon Peter went aboard and dragged the
net ashore. It was full of large fish, 753, but even with so
many, the net was not forn.

12“Come, have breakfast” Jesus said to them. None of the
disciples dared to ask Him, “Who are You?” They knew it
was the Lord. 3Jesus came and took the bread and gave it
to them, and He did the same with the fish.

4This was now the third time Jesus appeared to the disci-
ples after He was raised from the dead.

Jesus Reinstates Peter

15When they had finished eating, Jesus asked Simon Peter,
“Simon son of John, do you love Me more than these?”

“Yes, Lord,” he answered, “You know I love You.”
Jesus replied, “Feed My lambs.”

16Jesus asked a second time, “Simon son of John, do you
love Me?”

“Yes, Lord,” he answered, “You know I love You.”

Jesus told him, “Shepherd My sheep.”

2'When Peter saw him, he asked, “Lord, what about
him?”

22Jesus answered, “If I want him to remain until I return,
what is that to you? You follow Me!” 23Because of this, the
rumor spread among the brothers that this disciple would
not die. However, Jesus did not say that he would not die,
but only, “If I want him to remain until I return, what is that
to you?”
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24This is the disciple who testifies to these things and who
has written them down. And we know that his testimony is
true.

25There are many more things that Jesus did. If all of them
were written down, I suppose that not even the world itself
would have space for the books that would be written.
